	6. Student fee for online classes. How is the part of the fee that does not go to online faculty used?
7. Student complaints: Process of decision-making when a student files a complaint about an instructor regarding grading or syllabus content/enforcement. What is the chain of decision-making? Who has the final say? The instructor, Chair, Dean? If it is at the Dean's level, then how is that decision made and by whom? Only one person or a group? How might this impact academic freedom? What are the boundaries being observed? What happens if the decision is not unanimous?
8. Requests for end-of-year funds: How are these funds prioritized (by features of the requests, by faculty rank/status, etc)? What are the policies/procedures for these situations to ensure that all faculty have a clear understanding of the process? In an effort to facilitate transparency, can a report be made to the CFC with the requests noting which were funded and how they were decided?
9. Changes to the college curriculum review process? Chairs have said the college curriculum review process is under review. There is talk about creating an initial dean’s review of new minor and major programs early in their development, and certainly before they advance to the college curriculum committee. What is the rationale for this procedural change? Should the faculty vote on such a significant departure from its traditional procedure? Does this notion include course proposals or only program proposals?
