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Schedule an exam at a testing center or visit one of KSU's two testing centers — Marietta Campus

(J Building, Room 160) and Kennesaw Campus (KSU Center, West Entrance).
6. When prompted for payment, enter the voucher code you received from Modern States to pay the
$95 exam fee.
7. Remember to select Kennesaw State University as the institution where you want your official
score/transcript sent.
8. Request a Test Center Reimbursement once you sit for the exam.

Note: You must have used a Modern States CLEP voucher and provide a copy of your CLEP exam score to
request test center reimbursement.
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To proceed with self-pay CLEP exam:

e Step One: Register for and purchase your CLEP exam ($95 per exam) through
College Board. Go to https://clep.collegeboard.org/ and follow the
instructions on College Board's website.

o Step Two: After registering for your CLEP exam through College Board, schedule your exam
and pay your test administration fee, $30.00 per exam. There will be a one-time $7 annual
registration fee charge applied to your first exam.

o On the day of your test, remember to bring your CLEP Exam Registration Ticket to the testing
center.

WHO IS MAKING THIS POSSIBLE?
